PACE is a free program offered by Towards Employment
for people with criminal justice involvement. It is meant
to prepare and connect people for in-demand jobs by
providing opportunities for living wage employment,
credential training, and other educational opportunities.

PACE is focused on job industries with growing demand
for skilled workers, especially in manufacturing,
construction, information technology (IT), and
culinary/hospitality.

A Young Person (18-24)

e Involved in juvenile or adult justice system or
do not have high school diploma or GED
Come from Cleveland or Cleveland suburb
